4. Direct negotiations are

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CHAPTER 6: PREFERRED OPTION - OPTION 2

The preferred option to be used in seeking Expressions of Interest, Option 2, is
outlined below. It has been developed to reflect the draft ‘Vision for Springwood
Town Centre’ as outlined in Chapter 3 of this report. Option 2 involves offering all
three sites being the Civic Centre site, and the Northern and Southern Car Parks
(together) to the market accompanied by Council identified opportunities and
suggestions for consideration.

The following is an outline of the Council identified opportunities and suggestions.
Concept drawings with suggestions for development of each of these sites are shown
in Figures 1, 2 and 3.

(Figure 1) Civic Centre Site

The proposed opportunities and suggestions for consideration include:

= Retain, enhance or replace existing community buildings and services
including the Library and Council Offices, the Civic Centre, the
Neighbourhood Centre and Braemar, and continue all community services
operating from these buildings. Redevelopment to be confined to the rear of
the site only.

= A potential development ‘envelope’ exists towards the south of the site,
south of the existing Library and Civic Centre and east of the existing
supermarket. The opportunity exists to utilise the fall of the site to the south
to undertake development on the various levels and to provide under
building car parking and access.

= Provision being made for limited southwards expansion of the existing Civic
Centre and westward and southward expansion of the Library building.

= A rebuilding of the existing Neighbourhood Centre over two levels in keeping
with the ‘Braemar’ building and other nearby heritage items. Consider
addition of a ‘gallery café’ in the ‘Braemar’ building.

= A general upgrade of the Civic Centre forecourt to enhance the Civic Centre
and Library entries; remove through vehicular access; provide a lay by for
drop off on Macquarie Road; review tree planting and enhance landscaping
and surface paving to complement a new Neighbourhood Centre.

» Review pedestrian crossing location on Macquarie Road and provide an
integrated design for the northern and southern street frontages to
Macquarie Road.

= Relocate the Early Childhood Health Centre from the Northern Car Park
elsewhere. Potentially this could be to Buckland Park; and enlarge and
relocate the children’s play ground closer to Macquarie Road.

(Figure 2) Northern Car Park

The proposed opportunities and suggestions for consideration include:

The existing Early Childhood Health Centre to be relocated to the Civic
Centre precinct.

Public toilets to be incorporated in any re-development on the Northern Car
Park site.

Any re-development of this site to provide a retail frontage to Macquarie
Road in ‘Springwood’ style and in keeping with the heritage Post Office.
Access to Greenway Lane to be retained.

Pedestrian links to be considered westwards to the shops, station and car
park and south to the Town Square and the Southern Car Park.

(Figure 3) Southern Car Park

The proposed opportunities and suggestions for consideration include:

A level deck extension of the Town Square. The extension could create an
area suitable for occasional use for markets and ceremonial events.
Decked car parking utilising the southwards fall of the land.

A linkage north across Macquarie Road to a re-developed Northern Car
Park.

Retain views out from the Town Square to the National Park.

Limited commercial or residential development may be possible on the
operational parcels of land.

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APPENDIX 1: TRAFFIC SUMMARY

Council engaged GHD to undertake a traffic study. The investigations were
conducted over 2 stages. Stage One was presented at the Community Stakeholder
workshop on 29 March 2007. This advice was then summarised and presented in a
Council Report dated 24 April 2007. The key findings from Stage One were:

Macquarie Road/ Hawkesbury Road intersection experiences congestion
during the evening peak demand.

Accommodating additional truck movements for servicing new development is
a constraint.

Key issues associated with redevelopment options include:

Commercial: Intensive weekday peak period traffic, with minimal additional
weekend traffic.

Residential: Modest weekday and weekend traffic, with access to public
transport reducing the demand for private vehicles.

Retail: In conjunction with existing retail usage, most trips would already be in
existence on the local road network. Peak traffic periods would be weekday
evening and Saturday lunch time.

Mixed use development: Potential to contain peak hour trips and provide
dual usage of parking spaces between land uses with different peak demand
times.

The Stage Two advice adds minor detail. This advice is summarised below.

The lack of southern road links from Macquarie Road to Springwood Avenue
has been identified as an issue, especially if the Southern Car Park was
redeveloped. Three options were identified:

o Option 1: New access via Town Square

0 Option 2: New access via Rest Park and private land

o0 Option 3: No new access but improved signage on Raymond Road
A number of difficult issues are associated with each of the options 1 and 2.
Pedestrian and car linkage between the Northern and Southern car park sites
would need consideration if either site is developed to cater to provision of at
grade car parking and pedestrian access.
The eastern laneway adjacent to ‘Braemar’ could provide one way access to
the rear of the Civic Centre site.
Closure of the current laneway between the library and the Civic Centre would
improve the pedestrian environment.
Moving the pedestrian crossing of Macquarie Road which links the Civic
Centre site and Buckland Park eastwards to outside the Library would improve
pedestrian access within this precinct, and an additional pedestrian crossing is
recommended at the intersection of Greenway Lane and Macquarie Road.
Other traffic issues include:

o0 Impacts on the existing congestion at the roundabout on the

intersection of Hawkesbury and Macquarie Road; and RTA
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requirements in terms of additional traffic at the roundabout resulting
from re-development

o Delivery requirements of any new development in terms of semi-trailers
or trucks
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APPENDIX 2: ECONOMIC SUMMARY

Council engaged consultants HillPDA to complete an economic market review. Their
work was conducted over 2 stages. Stage One was an initial market assessment and
was presented at the community stakeholder workshop held on 29 March 2007.

A summary of the economic advice was included in the Council Report dated 24 April
2007. The initial finding was that there may be potential for the centre to
accommodate a national chain supermarket, in addition to the three supermarkets
existing in the area (the Supa IGA and Franklins in Springwood and Coles at
Winmalee).

In order to complete their Stage Two advice, further work was conducted by the
consultant. Stage Two amends HillPDA'’s initial advice in relation to the viability of a
fourth supermarket and a summary is provided below:

Trade Areas

For the purpose of investigating the Springwood Town Centre, the lower mountains
area was broken up into logical trade areas such that Census data could be
extrapolated and interpreted. Five trade areas were established for the Blue
Mountains. These trade areas have been defined according to a number of key
factors including the strength and attraction of the retail centre, proximity to
competing retail centres; accessibility; and physical barriers.

Based on Census data, population forecasts for each of the trade areas were
generated and are outlined in Table 1 below.

Demand for Supermarket Space

Demand for total retail space per capita is around 2.0 to 2.2m?. Around 30% of this
space (say 0.7m? per capita) is provided in village centres with floor areas of below
20,000m? and 20% in out-of-centre localities; whilst the balance is in the larger
district and regional centres. ‘Supermarkets’ are between 0.3 to 0.32m? per capita.
Based on a rate of 0.315m2 the trade areas demand the level of supermarket floor
space outlined in Table 2 below.

The numbers within the table above show where demand is generated but not where
the dollars are spent. Whilst most supermarket expenditure is local, some of this
expenditure will escape to the higher order centres.

After adjusting for levels of escape expenditure the following floor areas are
suggested:

* The level of escape expenditure is estimated at 15% from Winmalee and
Springwood, 25% from the lower mountains and 15% from the mid and upper
mountains.

The above table shows that Springwood has the potential to support 4,350m? of
supermarket space in combination with 3,500m? in the Mid-Mountains. This is not to
imply that the existing supermarkets are overtrading as there may be factors (e.g.
inconvenience) that may be resulting in a larger proportion of escape expenditure.
Springwood may support say a 3,000m? full-line supermarket and a small 1,300m?
supermarket. Currently Springwood has two small supermarkets with a combined
floor area of around 2,300m?. Having three supermarkets is most likely
unsustainable. Possible options include amalgamating the northern supermarket with
redevelopment of the adjoining car park, or amalgamating the southern supermarket
with redevelopment of the rear of the Civic Centre site.

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APPENDIX 3: PARKING SUMMARY

A parking study was conducted by Council to identify the current supply and peak
demand for parking within the Springwood Town Centre. The survey involved
manually counting the number of occupied parking spaces during expected peak
activity times. The level of demand and the adequacy of parking provision were
assessed by comparing the number of occupied spaces with the overall supply of
parking. The three peak activity times chosen for this study were Thursday 24 May
2007 between 4:30pm and 5:30pm, Friday 25 May 2007 between 1pm and 2pm, and
Saturday 26 May 2007 between 11am and 12 noon.

The principal findings of the analysis have been listed below.

e There are 1474 car spaces within the Springwood Town Centre of which
1338 are off-street, and 136 are on-street.

e The overall demand for parking was low when compared to the overall
supply of parking.

e The Friday survey experienced the highest demand with an overall
occupancy rate of 71% of capacity.

e The occupancy rate during both the Thursday and Saturday surveys were
low, experiencing 53% and 44% capacity respectively.

e The on-street parking spaces along Macquarie Road were almost at capacity
during all three surveys. The main reason for this is most likely due the
proximity of these on-street parking spaces to the retail strip.

e The public car park adjoining Franklins (the Northern car park) experienced
93% capacity during the Saturday survey. However, during the Thursday
and Friday surveys the occupancy rate fell to 50% and 65% respectively.
Although this car park experienced a very high occupation rate on Saturday,
the overall occupancy rate within the Town Centre at that time was less than
50%.

e The Southern car park, adjoining the Town Square, experienced a peak
occupancy rate of 68% which was recorded during the Friday survey. During
the Thursday and Saturday surveys parking demand only reached 50% and
53% respectively which indicates a significant under-utilisation of this parking
area.

e The level of demand within the Library and Civic Centre car park was also
relatively low during all three surveys. This parking facility experienced a
peak occupancy rate of 62% during the Friday survey, and fell to as low as
29% during the Thursday survey. Although the results were quite low, this
parking facility is known to quite often reach capacity, especially when
events are held at the Civic Centre, and the Library.

The results of this study indicate that the supply of parking within the Town Centre is
sufficient to meet the current peak demand for parking. There is a significant under-
utilisation of public parking facilities within the Town Centre. This would most likely be
attributed to poor access or a lack of public awareness of these facilities.
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APPENDIX 4. COMMUNITY FACILITIES REPORT
SUMMARY

As part of the Springwood Town Centre Project, the Council undertook an initial
assessment of current community services and assets, and identified a number of
strategic issues and priorities in terms of existing and future community and cultural
needs within the Springwood Town Centre. Key findings and conclusions of the
assessment include the following:

e Springwood Town Centre plays an important role in community service
provision. Springwood provides services to those who live in the town, the
Springwood district, the Lower Mountains and across the entire City.

e The population of Springwood is expected to increase by 8% between 2001
and 2021 (compared with 1.9% across the Mountains), and the population of
people aged 60-69 is forecast to nearly double during this same period. This
highlights the need to at least maintain existing services as well as provide
additional services into the future, particularly for older people.

e The community and cultural precinct that currently exists on the Civic Centre
site could be consolidated and enhanced. The co-location of community and
cultural services provides easy access to a range of services for members of
the public, and allows synergies between the services. This is a view shared
by many of the service providers and community facilities users. However,
this view is not shared by all community service providers or community
facilities users as evidenced by views expressed at the Springwood Town
Centre Stakeholder Workshop (held on 29 March 2007). The alternative
view was to maintain the current Council facilities on the Civic Centre site
which would be used for mainly performance and cultural purposes (i.e. the
Civic Centre, Library and ‘Braemar’) and consider re-locating to another site,
or buildings, the other community services currently located within the Civic
Centre and the Neighbourhood Centre.

e All existing community and cultural facilities are barely adequate and would
need to be maintained or replaced at a minimum.

e All community and cultural services require continuity of service, and for
most services, any new facilities would need to be built before they could re-
locate. Detailed transition planning would also be necessary.

The following issues were identified for consideration in terms of potential
redevelopment of any of the three sites:

Northern Car Park

e Early Childhood Health Centre
If this is to be moved it could be located closer to the community and cultural
precinct, fronting Macquarie Road.

e Children’s playground
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This should stay in the centre of town fronting Macquarie Road in a public
outdoor space; be small and fenced; include play equipment; have soft fall
and be shady.

e Public toilet block
Public Toilets should be replaced in any re- development.

Civic Centre Site

e Springwood Neighbourhood Centre
This is a key service. Existing space needs to be increased significantly in the
next ten years to meet the needs of the community in Springwood and
surrounding towns, particularly given the ageing population. While it serves
the whole community, many using the Neighbourhood Centre are older
people, and this age group is set to increase dramatically in Springwood.

e Springwood Branch Library and Blue Mountains Library Headquarters,
including the Local Studies Collection (the latter housed in ‘Braemar’)
This is a key service, currently operating at capacity. Existing floor space is
below industry standards for the size of the population that the library serves.
The library building also includes the Library Headquarters for the Blue
Mountains. Floor space needs to be increased significantly in the next ten
years.

e Civic Centre Hall
This is a key service, providing an important cultural and performance space,
the only one of its size in the Blue Mountains. It is also home to the Monthly
Ivy Market and is used for a range of community uses. The pressure needs to
be taken off the Civic Centre by reducing demand through providing facilities
elsewhere for the provision of some services.

e Blue Mountains Food Services - includes Meals on Wheels & a village
restaurant
This is a key service, particularly given the ageing population, and it requires a
centralised commercial kitchen. Its current location is putting pressure on
other users of the Civic Centre, and the needs of this service for space will
expand significantly with the ageing population.

e Council Offices
Current space needs to be increased significantly in the next five years to
meet future demand and future uses.

e ‘Braemar’ Gallery
‘Braemar’ is an important component of the community and cultural precinct.
‘Braemar’ is heritage listed and should be retained, and the Gallery remain
located in it.
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The three community services currently operating from offices in Springwood
Neighbourhood Centre are:

0 Anglicare - No addition to their facilities is needed in the medium-term
based on current service provision.

o0 Blue Mountains Recreation and Respite Service - No addition to their
facilities is needed in the medium-term based on current service
provision.

o Vietnam Veterans’ Association — This service would like access to a
drop-in and activity space.

Community offices and meeting spaces that are used by regular users and
casual hire available in both the Neighbourhood Centre and Civic Centre:

If the Civic Centre or Neighbourhood Centre is re-located, these meeting
rooms must be replaced in the new facility as they are currently well used and
heavily booked.

Other Springwood Community Services

Mountains Youth Services Team, which currently operates from the heritage-
listed building in Manners Park

Investigation of the relocation of this service into the community and cultural
precinct or co-location with other youth services elsewhere in the City is
suggested. This re-location could provide the service with access to meeting
and activity space in the Neighbourhood Centre for service delivery.

Blue Mountains Youth Accommodation Support Service

This is a key City-wide service currently located in inadequate accommodation
in Springwood. They require office space, and would be ideally located in the
community and cultural services precinct, or co-located with other youth
services elsewhere in the City.

Suitability of Key Sites for Community Assets and Service
Provision

The Northern Car Park site has many advantages for the location of community and
cultural services due to its proximity to the train station and the Town Centre.
However, it is more desirable to ensure the co-location of community and cultural
services rather than having proximity to the train station. It is considered that it would
be unfeasible to re-locate all existing community and cultural services to that site,
and therefore enhancing the current Civic Centre site as a community and cultural
precinct is the preferred option. The children’s playground, if it is to be moved, should
be relocated within the centre of town (possibly Telecom Park).

Priorities for Expansion

The priority for expansion of existing community assets is the Library and
Neighbourhood Centre spaces.

Priorities for Relocation

Council needs to continue working with Blue Mountains Food Services, and the State
and Federal Governments to investigate options for centralisation of the Blue
Mountains Food Services’ kitchen, possibly in an alternative location in the Blue
Mountains.

Priorities for Refurbishment

The priority for refurbishment is the Civic Centre, to improve its use as a cultural and
performance space.

Future Planning

A full social and cultural assessment is recommended, including a comprehensive
assessment of the existing and future social and cultural needs of the community of
Springwood and the Lower Mountains and involving further community consultation.

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APPENDIX 6: CROWN LAND ASSESSMENT

The sites which are subject of this Options Report are respectively Crown land
managed by the Council; or Operational and Community land owned by the Council.
All the sites are significant public assets and as such, the proper use and
management of these lands is of considerable public interest. The Minister for Lands
Is responsible for the administration of the Crown Lands Act, 1989 and the Crown
Lands Regulation, 2006. In accordance with the Crown Lands Act 1989 - Part 3 the
following items are addressed in this report and are placed on public exhibition for
the purposes of community comment.

The Springwood Town Centre Project will allow for
retention or replacement and or upgrade of existing
social, recreational facilities and urban uses located
on the Crown reserves such as Community Facilities,
public toilets, a Baby Health Clinic, a children’s’
playground and car parking within the broader Town
Centre.

(e) That, where

appropriate, Crown land
should be used and
managed in such as
way that both the land
and its resources are
sustained in perpetuity

The Springwood Town Centre project will allow for
realisation of public assets to be applied for the
replacement and or upgrading of public assets within
the Springwood Town Centre or the state of NSW.

This approach will complement the principles of
sustainable environmental, economic and social
values, and works towards sustaining the vitality of
Springwood Town Centre for future generations. It
provides checks and balances for any development
proposals which are not acceptable under the
Environmental Planning and Assessment Act and the
Statutory Planning policies of Blue Mountains City.

(f)

That Crown land be
occupied, used, sold,
leased, licensed or
otherwise dealt with in
the best interests of the
State consistent with
the above principles.

The Springwood Town Centre Project will ensure that
the reserve is dealt with in the best interests of the
State, the people of NSW and consistent with the
Principles of Crown Land Management. It will
consider proper and appropriate investment and
commercial opportunities that sustain and promote
the reserves and the local and regional economy.
