Petition to stop the granting of a Liquor licence to BWS a subsidiary of Woolworths

We the undersigned wish to petition the New South Wales government not to grant or  transfer a licence to sell packaged liquor from the premises of 159 Macquarie Road Springwood in the state of New South Wales on the grounds that;
1. There are four (4) premises within 500 metres of the said premises licensed to sell liquor and another four (4) licensed liquor outlets within a range five (5) kilometres of the said premises.

4. The establishment of another licensed outlet within the Springwood district will undermine the efforts of the government to curb the associated problems of excessive consumption of alcohol. 

5. The established retail business at the said premises will be forced to close if this licence is granted.
